INFORMATION
Ultra Floor Patch IT rapid45® is a fast setting, rapid drying, slump free mortar, 
providing exceptional strength and hardness for both internal and external 
repairs. Mixed Ultra Floor Patch IT rapid45® repair will have a workability time of 
approximately 5-10 minutes and will set in approximately 20-25 minutes. 
Ultra Floor Patch IT rapid45® can be applied to vertical and horizontal repairs and 
is ideal for:

•	 Repairing and re-facing internal concrete stair treads and risers, 	 	
sand/cement screeds, concrete floors.

•	 Filling/patching cracks in walls, ceilings and soffits.
•	 Making good around pipe work, door and window frames and also for 	

forming coves.
•	 Forming ramps up to 35mm.

Surface Preparation
The surface being adhered to must be clean and free from loose material and any 
coating that may affect bond. Smooth surfaces should be abraded with the use of 
a wire brush or mechanical aid. Surfaces should have a roughened texture and be 
pre-soaked with clean water prior to the application of the mortar.

•	 Steel trowel
•	 Steel float
•	 Electric drill and paddle

Priming
Porous surfaces should be primed with Ultra Floor Prime IT AR while non-porous 
surfaces should be primed with Ultra Floor Prime IT N, using the required primer 
at the correct dilution rates. Primer should be used in accordance with instructions 
printed on the bottle.

Mixing
Ultra Floor Patch IT rapid45® should be mixed with an electric drill and paddle, using 
the correct ratio of clean and potable water; a 10kg bag will require 1.7 litres of 
water. Add the powder to the water and mix thoroughly to obtain a lump free and 
slump resistant mortar.

Application
The mixed material should be applied immediately and firmly onto the prepared 
surface to ensure positive adhesion. Pay particular attention to edges and thin 
sections. The surface may be closed using a steel float or trowel.

Cleaning
Tools should be thoroughly cleaned in water to remove excess materials 
immediately after use.

If stored correctly and 
used within 6 months of the date shown 
on the bag, the activity of the reducing 
agent will be maintained and this product 
will contain, when mixed with water, no 
more than 0.0002% (2 ppm) soluble 
Chromium (VI) of the total dry weight of the 
cement. Note: The use of this product after 
the end of the declared storage period may 
increase the risk of an allergic reaction.
